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During my first semester at Niigata University, I participated in the
Opening Ceremony Event, the Entrance Week Festival, the Niigata
Autumn Tour, the Love Earth Music Festival, and the Closing
Ceremony Event.
As someone who decided not to take Japanese language classes, I
was very excited when selecting from such a diverse list of
English-taught courses. Niigata University offers a range of lessons
from most major subjects, which is one of the reasons that I wanted
to attend this school. The interesting thing about having such a
varied academic schedule was that I could take classes in fields I .«
was interested in, as well as the courses where I had little to no
knowledge about the subject. The English-taught lectures varied
from small classes of 3-6 students to larger classes of 20-30
students. Both sizes had their advantages; in the smaller classes, I found it was easier to
connect with the professor, the material, and to give a better representation of my opinion.
In the larger classes, it created the opportunity to do group work and assignments which can
help you meet new people when you first arrive. The lessons were very comprehensive with
students from many different nationalities which brought a knowledgable atmosphere to
each class, as there were very many opinions and ideas to consider. Taking the
English-taught courses at Niigata University was a very positive and rewarding experience.

As shown on page 10, the program for exchange students offers three courses.

Course A is for students who want to study mainly Japanese. Course B is for

students who want to study Japanese as well as attend classes in which instruction is given in Japanese, studying
alongside Japanese students. In Course C, students mainly attend classes in which instruction is given in English or
another non-Japanese language.

The tables below show an example of a class schedule for a student taking Course C. Based on your interest, you
can also choose from other classes offered in English, which are listed starting on page 6. You will have opportunities
to study with Japanese students in many of these classes.
