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Moving-out procedures
from Niigata University International House

1. Setting the Moving-out Date & Time
(1) Decide on the moving-out date
The moving-out day must be on or before the last day of "Permitted Period of
Residence" indicated on "Notification of Admission of Residence at Niigata University
International House."
It must be on weekdays except for Saturdays, Sundays, and national holidays.

(2) Decide on the time to have a room inspection
Choose your preferred time from the following;
\ @ [AM] 9:00-11 : 00 \ @ [PM] 14 : 00 - 16 : 00
2During the time you choose, stay in your room until all the procedures are

completed.

2. Submission of “Notification of Departure from Niigata University International
House” hereinafter referred to as the “Notice”

(1) Deadline
B For the residents whose permitted period of residence will expire on February
26,2021;
[ (A) or (B), whichever comes earlier]
(A) Tuesday, February 9, 2021
(B) two weeks before moving-out day

B For the residents whose permitted period of residence will expire in March;
[ (A) or (B), whichever comes earlier]
(A) Friday, March 5, 2021
(B) two weeks before moving-out day

(2) Place of submission; The House Office of the International House
*Any changes after submission will not be considered.

3. Moving out procedures

(1) Rents
Pay in full by the payment due.

(2) Payment of gas, electricity, and water charges for the last month
B Gas;
The gas company staff will visit your room on the moving out day.
Make the payment to them in cash. Credit cards are not acceptable.

9:00 - 11:00 AM 9:00-10:00
14:00 -16:00 PM 14:00-15:00




M Electricity;
The electric power company staff will deliver the bill to you on the moving out day or
the previous business day. Be sure to make the payment at Seven-Eleven
convenience stores by the payment due.

W\Water;
Pay the water charge to the house office.

*Once the payments are made, the electricity, gas, and water will no longer be available
thereafter.

(3) Compensation for damages (if needed)
If your apartment’s equipment and/or furnishings have been damaged or lost, you will
be asked to pay for the repurchase or repair them.

(4) Room inspection and returning the keys

Get things back where they were when you moved in the room and ask the House Office
staff to inspect your room. After the inspection, return the key and keycard to House
Office staff.

4. Others

(1) If you have registered the room as your address for personal subscriptions such as
smartphones or newspapers, be sure to cancel them or change your address before you
move out.

(2) If you need to dispose of large trashes such as furniture, bedding, or home electrical
appliances, contact the house office in advance. It is prohibited to throw them away in
the garbage place without notice.

(3) Rental futons and linens arranged by the international office (colored blue) should be
returned on the moving day. Be sure to put them all in the provided bag, and leave it in
the hallway outside of your room before 9:00 AM on the moving-out day. Futon company
staff will collect them later.

(4) Clean your room, including the bath and toilet room.
Do not leave any garbage in the room. Especially remove hair on the bathroom floor.

(5) Wash the curtains before moving out.
If the curtains have not been washed by move out day, you will have to pay the laundry
charge (approximately 3,000yen).
