Please note that partners who have already
nominated the maximum number of nominees for the in-person Program for Exchange

Students are not eligible to nominate students for this online program.

@ Lligibility

Students who meet all of the following conditions are eligible to apply.

(1) The applicant is currently enrolled as a degree-seeking student in a university with
which Niigata University has concluded a student exchange agreement (hereinafter
referred to as “partner university”). (In light of the principle of student exchange,
students who will be enrolled in, and pay tuition fees to, partner university during
their intended study period are eligible. Students who will have graduated from
partner universities by the end of the program at NU are not eligible.)

(2) Students who have the appropriate level of Japanese language proficiency required
in each subject shown below.

(3) Students who have not participated in this program for two semesters (twice) in the
past. (Students who have participated for only one semester are eligible.)
