2. How many subjects should I take?

@ Degree-seeking Undergraduate Students and Graduate Students:
Upon consultation with their academic supervisor, degree-seeking students must take subjects based
on their academic plan in order to fulfill requirements for graduation.

@Exchange students (special auditing students) from partner universities:

By Japanese law, exchange students who study in Japan must take a number of subjects, which all together
fulfill 10 hours (600 minutes) or more per week.
One class session is 90 minutes. They must be enrolled in a sufficient number of subjects so that they will

have at least seven (7) class sessions per week.

@ Research Students:

“Research Students” mainly engaged in research are not obligated to take a certain number of courses by law.
They may not register subjects, or earn a credit.

@ Special research students from partner universities:
“Special research students” from partner universities may take courses and earn credits by fulfilling requirements.
