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Graduate-level students who are enrolled in a degree-seeking programs for a Masters’
degree or a doctoral degree at their home university should select either No. 2, 3, 4, 5, 6,
or 7 shown in the Table 1 according to their purposes of study and follow an applicable
procedure.

If students select either No.3, 4, 5, 6, or 7, they must submit “Basic Information Sheet
for Graduate-level Students” to NU International Office through a coordinator in charge
of student exchange at their home university by May 10, 2024 by email. No other
documents need to be submitted at this stage. After submission, a respective graduate
school of NU will contact the coordinator in charge regarding application details.

There is no need for students who select No. 2 to submit “Basic Information Sheet for
Graduate-level Students.” They should apply to International Education Center
following the “Application Requirements for the Program for Exchange Students at
International Education Center, Niigata University.”

Please note that graduate-level students must be nominated by their home university at
the time of application.

Important Notes:

Students who have selected either No. 3, 4, 5, 6, or 7, and have not been granted
admission by a respective graduate school, are not able to re-apply to International
Education Center (No.2 in Table 1) for the same study period due to the time being
limited for entry and admission procedures.
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7 It is ideal that students should inquire

at least one year in advance to the
start of the preferred time of study
through a coordinator for student

exchange at their home university.
