« Applicants are required to submit income and tax (or tax-exemption) certificates for their
household financial supporter (in principle, parents).

« After participation in the program has been approved, final confirmation will be made by
early June following verification of the applicant’ s eligibility and requirements.

«If selected as a recipient, submission of reports and other documents prescribed by
JASSO will be required.
